TRICARE makes H1N1 immunizations easy for beneficiaries
Immunizations against

the H1N1 virus will soon
be available and people
are eager to take precau-
tions. TRICARE Prime,
Standard and Extra bene-
ficiaries can get their
shots from network and
non-network providers
without paying a
deductible or making a
co-payment. 

A temporary waiver
allows non-active duty
TRICARE Prime enrollees
to get the H1N1 immu-
nization from non-net-
work providers without a
referral or authorization,
eliminating point-of-serv-
ice charges. Prime
enrollees will not be
charged a co-payment or
cost share.

Active duty service

members should follow
the guidance of their
respective services. 

“Preventive medicine
is a very important part
of TRICARE’s goal of
keeping service mem-
bers, retirees and
Families healthy,” said
Rear Adm. Christine
Hunter, deputy director of
the TRICARE
Management Activity. 

“To that end, we make
getting vaccinated as con-
venient and affordable as
possible. Beneficiaries
should talk to their pri-
mary care manager if
they have any questions
about the H1N1 vaccine
or other vaccines.”

According to the
Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention,

the vaccine for the sea-
sonal flu is not expected
to protect against H1N1;
immunization for the
2009 H1N1 strain is
therefore recommended.
Both vaccines can be
administered on the same
day.

CDC’s Advisory
Committee on
Immunization Practices
recommends that every-
one get the H1N1 vac-
cine, but for certain
groups vaccination is
more critical. These
include:
• Pregnant women
• People who live with or
care for children younger
than 6 months
• Healthcare and emer-
gency medical services
personnel

• Everyone between the
ages of 6 months and 24
years
• People ages 25 through
64 with chronic health
disorders or compro-
mised immune systems 
• Older people with dia-
betes, cardiovascular dis-
ease, asthma or HIV

tive director, Army
Contracting Command,
who in turn passed them
to Col. Stephen
Leisenring, charging him
with the responsibilities
of commander for the
MICC.

“Carol, my thanks to
you and your team for all
you have accomplished in
the establishment of your
command and setting the
foundation for the
future,” Parsons said.

The mission of MICC is
to provide customers
with a substantial return
on investment by obtain-
ing goods and services in
a timely manner at the
lowest cost for Soldiers
and provide career man-
agement for over 1,300

military and civilian con-
tracting personnel,
explained Lowman.

“We take care of our
Soldiers; we recruit
them, house them, train
them, mobilize and
demobilize them and
deploy and redeploy
them. We impact their
quality of life,” she said.

“Today’s Army cannot
function without contrac-
tor support. Not only do
contractors deliver the
materiel we use to exe-
cute our mission such as
tanks, helicopters and
ammunition, they pro-
vide essential installation
and mission support
services critical to
national defense, Soldiers
and Families,” Parsons
said.

The Secretary of the

Army formed an inde-
pendent commission to
provide a comprehensive
review of the Army’s
acquisition system two
years ago. Known as the
Gansler Commission,
named for former Under
Secretary of Defense Dr.
Jack Gansler, the organi-
zation was given a broad
charter to examine cur-
rent contracting opera-
tions and provide recom-
mendations to get Army

contracting back on
track, Parsons explained.

One of the key recom-
mendations was to
restructure the Army
contracting organization
under one command, the
ACC and establish two
subordinate commands,
the Expeditionary
Contracting Command
and the MICC. 

“We must build upon
our relationships with
our customers and

redouble our efforts in all
that we do to achieve the
vision of the Gansler
Commission,” Lowman
said.

In closing Lowman
said, “Steve, I entrust you
to take good care of the
MICC employees. I assure
you they will take good

care of you.”
“We will continue fully

integrating the MICC into
the Army’s generating
force and from there into
the Army’s enterprise
system. Most importantly
we will dedicate our
organization and our-
selves to providing the
best support to our
nation’s most precious
treasure, Soldiers and
their Families.

Recycling mixed office
paper has been ongoing
on Fort Sam Houston for
several years, but paper
products are just one of
many items recycled on
post. 

The Installation
Hazardous Waste
Management Office recy-
cles used oil, radiator
coolant, tires, wooden
pallets, oil filters, scrap
metal, engine coolant,
anti-freeze, batteries,

cardboard, electronics,
toner cartridges, and flu-
orescent light bulbs.  All
of these items can be
turned in to the HWMO,
Building 4055, Room
A24.  

When it comes to
recycling mixed office
paper, building occu-
pants should have bins at
their desks to place
paper for recycling. It is
each organization’s
responsibility to pur-
chase bins. The govern-
ment has a GSA contract
with a vendor you can
purchase recycle bins
from.

If your building trash
is collected by the post
custodial contractor, the

custodian empties the
recycle bins on Monday
and takes them to the

closest green dumpster
on FSH.  Green dump-
sters are emptied weekly. 

Occupants whose
buildings do not receive
custodial service from
the post custodial con-
tractor, place mixed
paper into one of the
green recycling dump-
sters located on FSH;
don’t stack it outside the
container because it will
just become windblown
trash creating another
problem.

A strong camaraderie tacked
onto a “humerous” look at
life defines the Army surgi-

cal technician’s character, perhaps best
satired in the television series
“M.A.S.H.” 

During the training at Fort Sam
Houston, three operating rooms are
going at once. Army surgical technician
students are preparing for a mock
appendectomy and their instructors are
barking orders and explaining tasks.
There is loud rock music in one room
and all three instructors are sporting
colorful surgical caps that express their
unique personalities. 

Jokes are exchanged occasionally
between surgical team members, but
the work is dead-pan serious. 

Army Surgical Technicians, also
known as Operating Room Specialists
or 68 Deltas, care for wounded Soldiers
on the battlefield when a surgeon is not
available and are responsible for oper-
ating room management on and away
from the field.

Surgical technicians prepare the
operating room prior to surgery gath-
ering and arranging supplies and
equipment. Techs create and maintain
the sterile operating field, and during
surgery, techs count items such as
sponges, pass instruments and supplies
to the surgeon or surgical assistant and
may be responsible for handling and
labeling specimens sent to lab. 

After surgery, techs remove and
transport used instruments and sup-
plies from the operating room to cen-
tral supply for cleaning and steriliza-
tion, and prepare the operating room
for the next patient. 

The surgical technician is a vital
member of the surgery team according
to Mamie Underwood, an instructor at
the Fort Sam Houston Department of
Nursing Science.

“The technician can stop every-
thing,” Underwood said, adding the
surgeon and especially an intern who is
training is dependent on the tech to do
the right thing.

The job can be very stressful. If a
room is not prepared in a timely fash-
ion, the surgeon could be left standing
at the doorway, twiddling his thumbs

and shouting, “When are you gonna be
ready?” said Underwood alluding that
a patient’s life and well being is in the
hands of the tech as much as in the
hands of the surgeon. 

“Speed is of the essence in the OR
because you don’t want a patient to lie
there any longer than they have to. You
don’t take your time; you don’t drag
your feet. You make every step count.”

Training is intense and taught in two
phases. Phase I is the didactic part of
the course, where instruction occurs in
the classroom and with simulated,
hands-on training in the operating
rooms. Films of surgery in combat are
used to prepare students for dealing
with the most brutal types of wounds
such as blast injuries and instructors
watch their trainees for reactions.

“If they’re going to react, they react
here – averting their eyes from the
screen, sweating and getting pale. We
talk to them and they have to tell us
what bothered them and how they
physically and mentally felt,”
Underwood said. 

She says students may cry because
they get so upset realizing the surgical
technician line of work is not what they
want. The films also help students
learn to keep personal feelings out of
the operating room.

The Phase II portion is an actual
hands-on experience. Students go to
the Audie Murphy Veterans Memorial
Hospital or other hospitals in San
Antonio and work with surgeons and
nurses on cases with real patients,
often “scrubbing in” every day, several
times a day. 

Scrubbing in or scrubbed refers to
the aseptic nature of the work a tech
does in the operating room. The scrub
is a tech whose hands and arms are
scrubbed clean and are directly
responsible for the aseptic area in the
operating room. A circulating tech does
not handle sterile instruments or sup-
plies, but assists the scrub tech in sur-
gery with moving lights, equipment,
labeling, and other duties.

The role of the surgical tech has
evolved over the years. Registered
Nurses or RNs used to be tasked with
scrub and circulation responsibilities in
the operating room until recently. 

“The operating room technician we
know today did not come forward until

after the Korean War,” said John
Martinez, also a surgical tech instructor
at DONS. Martinez was an Army corps-
man.

“During Korea they had a need for
people to be there assisting the sur-
geons. Here in the States it would be
nurses but then medical corpsman
were taught to do the same things.
When we came back and started get-
ting out of the Army there was a need
because hardly anyone was working in
the medical field, so the technicians
who were military veterans would
work in the hospitals.”

Martinez said that much of today’s
advances in emergency medicine are a
result of the knowledge gained by the
military treating battlefield injuries and
credits the techs for sharing their hard-
earned skills.

“It’s cyclic because at first your tech-
nicians were in the operating room
doing the work and teaching the nurs-
es, then suddenly the nurses took over
and it was a nurse thing. It’s evolving
again – on the battlefield you’re not
going to have that many nurses doing
those kinds of procedures because they
have other duties. The technician, once
again, is doing a lot of the things the
nurses would be doing.”

Both Martinez and Underwood
chuckle at the irony. Though surgical
technicians are often as skilled as nurs-
es, they do not hold a degree after
Army training, though
that might change in the
future according to
Underwood.

But certification does-
n’t guarantee the quality
of work said Martinez. 

“It takes a special kind
of person to do this job
not everyone can do it.
You have to have a great
amount of compassion for
your fellow man because
there are times when
you’ll be roust out of bed
at 2 or 3 o’clock in the
morning to assist on a
surgery that will last 10-
12 hours,” Martinez said.

Not an 8 to 5 job? “Well, maybe for
the instructors,” Martinez jokes, and he
and Underwood share a hearty laugh.
